January 18/97

Steve Corona and Rochester District requested that in their absence the Central
Council defer decisions on boats of interest to Rochester . Where possible it was
agreed to attempt to do $0.

Policy regarding the timing of review of a rating looked at in mandatory review as well
as the results of an Appeal to Central Council. A propoesal was put forward that
decisions appeared to flip flop at times around ratings that had been reviewed
judiciously and this presented an inconsistent message to the sailors at large. It was
suggested that where a rating had been reviewed under the terms of our mandatory
review of ratings on “alert” wether they had changed or not would not he up for further
review or revision until the next Central Council meeting held in conjunction with the
AGM. As well it was fell that any appeal referred 1o the Central council would fall
under this umbrella with the exception that in the event the appeal was against
another class of yacht or in the process of review it hecame clear that this other class
of yacht should be acted upon or that other sailors with the same class of yacht up for
revision were unthappy that this group could launch an appeal of a rating dispute.
After significant discussion the policy was adopted unanimously.

Old Business:

B32 - No change in initial rating assignment.
Dragon - Confusion over the standard code (not 5555), Opted to assume a

boat is a standard Dragon 7k5p unless the local hundicapper presents information
that is contrary.

J24 - Confusion over the ODR 162 and large # of PHRF 165 ratings J.
the J24 fleel. i would appear that there may be a number of J24’s who do not realize
that a standard J24 spinnaker is oversize in PHRF and carries a 3 sce. penalty. It was
resolved that the majority of J24's race as ODR J's and as such would take the 3 sec
penalty. If this in untrue then the local handicapper can measure the spinnaker and
the owner can apply for a change back from ODR status. All handicappers and owners
affected will be informed of the purpose of the change.

Melges 24 - Ne change recormnmended
Martin 24-2 - See appeals
Morgan 36 measurements. This issue was apparently resolved. The boat in question

was a custom Morgan 36 T secondary to some atypical mast characteristics.
